a. Your work must relate to one of the CORE TOPICS: Communication & Media, Global Issues, Social Relationships 

3. Search for 3-4 texts (articles, songs, blog entries, poems, speeches, etc.)

a. Use search engines (ex: google.fr)

b. Source texts must relate to the target country or francophone regions

c. Texts may NOT BE recycled from class work or past IB tests

d. Repetition of articles amongst students is NOT ALLOWED
4. Identify the commonality among the articles you’ve chosen and link them directly to the core topic you’ve chosen to write about.
5. Choose one of these text types for your paper:

6. Write one of the text types of 300-400 words FINAL COPY MUST BE WORD PROCESSED
7. Write the Rationale:
a.  The subject investigated

b. A brief description of each of the sources

c. The student’s intended aim(s)

d. An explanation of how the student intends to achieve his/her aim(s)- choices of text types, audience, style, etc. Write 150-200 words.
8. When the paper and rationale are done:

a. Write “rationale” in the target language at the top of your rationale
b. Maintain a hard copy & electronic copy for submission to IB, turnitin.com, & SSHS

c. There is no official bibliography required but document and keep record of your sources
d. Students may include illustrations in support of their work where this is appropriate; however, artistic merit is not assessed. These must always be electronically embedded.
e. Written assignments must not exceed a maximum size of 2 MB, including any images.

All three sources have been referred to but not necessarily described in the rationale.

The student has explained what his or her aims are and how he/she intends to achieve them.

The subject stated in the rationale is generally relevant to the chosen sources and addressed throughout the task.

The chosen text type is not completely appropriate to the audience and purpose stated in the rationale, but is applied consistently throughout the task.

	The student uses the rationale and the task well in order to accomplish the assignment.
All sources have been described in the rationale.

The student has clearly explained what his or her aim(s) are and how he/she intends to achieve them.

The subject stated in the rationale is relevant to the chosen sources and addressed throughout the task.

The chosen text type is appropriate to the audience and purpose stated in the rationale, and is applied throughout the task.

	The student uses the rationale and the task effectively in order to accomplish the assignment.
All sources have been fully described in the rationale.

The student has clearly explained what his or her aim(s) are and how he/she intends to achieve them.

The subject stated in the rationale is focused, relevant to the chosen sources and consistently addressed throughout the task.

The chosen text type is appropriate to the audience and purpose stated in the rationale, and is applied consistently throughout the task.
