1. être, avoir, faire, aller, pouvoir, devoir, vouloir, prendre, mettre, venir
2. regular –er,   -ir, -re verbs, & reflexive verbs
· The following tenses should also be mostly natural and understood: present, passé composé (with avoir, être, reflexive verbs), l’imparfait, le futur, le conditionnel.

1. You should brush up on the use of the subjonctif (beyond use with il faut que…)
· Use conjuguemos.com, click on French vocab (book) find Discovering French Rouge for vocab practice/repetition. There is also grammar practice activities
