BIOGRAPHY PROJECT ON FAMOUS FRENCH/FRENCH-SPEAKING PERSON
ORAL PRESENTATION (80 POINTS)
Overview: 

1. You will work with 1 partner for this project. 

2. You will pick your famous person; look for help from a list provided by M. Zenk.

3. The teacher must approve your famous person prior to doing your research. 

4. Your presentation will be in French.  You must wisely choose the French that you are using.  It must be detailed yet comprehensible to your audience at the same time.  This highlights the importance of wisely choosing the words you use.

5. You may include a maximum of 3 words translated for the audience per slide

a. EX: soupçonné= suspected

6. You will answer 3 questions total about your famous person. Plus you will need to write an introduction and a conclusion.

7. When you present in front of the class you may have index cards to glance at but remember you need to look at your audience and make eye contact throughout the presentation. 

8. You will be graded according to the rubric provided on your note sheet.

9. Prior to your oral presentation due date you must practice on your own what you will say about your famous person so you don’t stumble on/mispronounce your words.  

Directions: 

A. Research
· You will be given 2 class periods to do your research.

· You need to have a minimum of 2 sources (Wikipedia not included). They may come from the same database. 
· You will need to take notes.  These will be turned in.
· You must have a citation for each source you use.
· All citations research articles + pictures must be on the visual. (back of poster, last slide on the PowerPoint)
B. Writing    
                 Introduction/Opening: 

· I did my biography project on … (your famous person’ s full name)
· Give date of birth

· Give date of death if applicable

· Birthplace: City/town + country

· A minimum of 2 sentences introducing some key facts about your famous person. (You do not reveal yet any information from questions 1 and 2 but you must say that so and so is a famous scientist/writer/inventor etc…)
1st required question: 

· What made your person famous? = How did he/she achieve his/her fame? 

· Give specific details of achievements in YOUR OWN WORDS. 

· Recopying word for word from any source is plagiarism and is unethical. 

You will receive a zero.  

2nd required question:

· Was/is your famous person recognized for his/her achievements/accomplishments? = Did he/she receive any awards?

· Give specific details of the awards received. (name of the award/year/where)
· Please note that if your famous person did not receive any awards you must pick another question from the list instead.
3rd question handpicked from list 

Choose your 3rd question from this list:

1. How is your famous person’s life remarkable? (worthy of attention)

2. Is your famous person someone you would look up to and why? You must be very precise by giving specific reasons why you would look up to him/her. 

3. What are two important lessons one might learn from your famous person? You must be very precise by giving specific lessons you learned from researching your famous person. 
4. Many people act out of pressures from society or a set of beliefs that dictate their choices. To what extent did your famous person act according to a norm or act independently?

5. A mentor is often important in shaping the lives of gifted people by providing guidance and encouragement. Did your person have a mentor and how did that mentor shape him/her?
Conclusion/Closing: 
· You must give your own personal opinion on your famous person from what you have learned from his/her life and/or accomplishments. 

· Perhaps your famous person inspired you in some way. 

· Perhaps you have a different view on him/her after researching their work and life. 
· Perhaps you can make a parallel with someone else you know famous or not so famous. 
· You must be very precise by giving specific reasons why you think that way.

· Avoid repeating what you said in the body of your presentation. (questions 1 & 2) 

Both your introduction and conclusion must be relatively short and clearly stated. 
C. Visual: Poster, PowerPoint,  PhotoStory
· Your visual may ONLY contain pictures: pictures of your famous person, his/her achievement(s) and anything important related to his/her life. 

· You must have big size pictures on your poster so one can see them at a distance. 

· NO WRITING ON THE VISUAL except for titles, captions under pictures, and a maximum of 3 translated words per slide. YOUR VISUAL IS A VISUAL AID ONLY TO HELP ILLUSTRATE YOUR ORAL PRESENTATION.  
· Your last slide should have your citations: research articles + pictures.

· Citations plus your full name and period on back of poster. (large size poster)
· Your visual must be neat colorful creative and attractive.
